In the gender aspect, data on the population, level of education, health care, distribution of the population by
economic activity, unemployment rate and employment of the population, average monthly salary of employees,
crime are presented.

The publication provides international comparisons of certain indicators in terms of gender in population and
employment statistics with European Union.

We hope that the collection will benefit experts and scientists on gender issues in various fields of knowledge, as
well as interest the public and foreign users in information about the situation of women and men in Ukraine.
